Any  Singaporean  caring  for  an  
extended family member or friend

when employing a maid.

The decision was announced by 
the Ministry of Manpower in a state-

ment yesterday. MOM said it  has 
reviewed the qualifying criteria for 
the foreign domestic worker con-
cession levy “to better support care-
giving  arrangements  beyond  the  
immediate family”.

The concession is currently given 
to only those who have employed a 
maid to care for an immediate fam-
ily member in the same household.

Immediate  family  members  in-

clude  grandparents,  parents,  
spouses,  children  or  grandchil-
dren, while extended family mem-
bers refer to, among others, uncles, 
aunts and cousins. MOM said the 
change would benefit about 1,000 
existing employers.

“Caregiving arrangements in Sin-
gapore have evolved over time. Be-
yond caring for the immediate fam-
ily members, MOM recognises that 

Singaporeans  are  also  caring  for  
members of their extended family 
or  friend  who  lives  in  the  same  
household,” the ministry said.

“The change will  provide some 
support and relief  to foreign do-
mestic  workers’  employers  with  
such arrangements.”

The extended family member or 
friend who needs caregiving assis-
tance must be a child below 16, a 

person who is at least 67, or those 
with disabilities certified by an as-
sessor approved by the Agency for 
Integrated Care. They must also be 
Singapore citizens.

Those applying to employ a maid 
from today must indicate in their 
application that they are living with 
and caring for a member of their 
extended family or friend who is 
eligible.  The levy concession will  

then be granted automatically. 
Current employers who qualify 

under the revised criteria should 
submit  an  application  through  
MOM’s website for the levy conces-
sion.

The employer and the eligible per-
son must have the same registered 
residential address.

Members of the nature and her-
itage community largely supported 
the plans unveiled yesterday to cre-
ate a new green corridor that will 
link Singapore’s three national gar-
dens, and to spruce up the Bukit 
Timah  Railway  Station  on  the  
Green Corridor. 

But there have been some con-
cerns voiced over proposed addi-
tions to the Rail Corridor, such as 
fencing on either side of the con-
served  truss  bridges  to  enhance  
safety.

Said Ms Teresa Teo Guttensohn, 
president of non-governmental or-
ganisation Cicada Tree Eco-Place:

“Mood lighting”, for example, will 
be used between 7pm and 10pm to 
showcase the architectural features 
of the station’s heritage buildings. 
After 10pm, the lights will dim to 
minimise disturbance to wildlife.

Heritage blogger Jerome Lim said 
he  felt  that  the  plans  struck  the  
right balance.

“The buildings have been sitting 
there for some years without being 
used – at least this will take people 
there to learn about their history,” 
he said.

Student Tanvi Dutta Gupta, who 
has visited the Rail Corridor regu-
larly for a decade, created a website 
last year to help visitors to the Rail 

Corridor identify wildlife in the area.
The  website,  railwild.org,  cata-

logues 96 species of creatures com-
monly found along the corridor. Na-
ture lovers can identify and learn 
about animals they encounter by se-
lecting their features.

Ms Dutta Gupta, a member of the 
Nature Society,  noted  that  green  
corridors are crucial for wildlife con-

servation in Singapore. 
The 18-year-old gave the thumbs 

up to plans for the railway waypoint.
But  she  added:  “Anything  that  

gets people more excited about na-
ture in Singapore is a good thing. I 
just  hope  it  leaves  room  for  the  
wildlife too.”

ment yesterday. MOM said it  has 
reviewed the qualifying criteria for 
the foreign domestic worker con-
cession levy “to better support care-
giving  arrangements  beyond  the  
immediate family”.

The concession is currently given 
to only those who have employed a 
maid to care for an immediate fam-
ily member in the same household.

Immediate  family  members  in-

clude  grandparents,  parents,  
spouses,  children  or  grandchil-
dren, while extended family mem-
bers refer to, among others, uncles, 
aunts and cousins. MOM said the 
change would benefit about 1,000 
existing employers.

“Caregiving arrangements in Sin-
gapore have evolved over time. Be-
yond caring for the immediate fam-
ily members, MOM recognises that 

Singaporeans  are  also  caring  for  
members of their extended family 
or  friend  who  lives  in  the  same  
household,” the ministry said.
